The Realization of Victory

“And there were great voices in heaven, saying, ‘The kingdoms of this world are become the kingdoms of our Lord, and of his Christ; and he shall reign forever and ever.’”  And how does this appeal to you?  Many, as you know, are saying that this earth has seen its best days, and the light has gone out.  Furthermore, the human prediction has been made to the effect that the church and the gospel must fail, and therefore Christ must come in person and put Satan out of business in order to save the divine cause.  But that thinking does not agree with the divine plan.  Daniel said that God would set up a kingdom that would never be destroyed, and that “it shall stand for ever.”

No one could ask for plainer and stronger terms of victory!  The light has not gone out! Twenty centuries of gospel proclamation have not been in vain!  The body of Christ has not lost its holy vitality, and the gospel message has not diminished in its converting poser!  True, some Christians need to “stir up” their activity for God, but when they do, great and wonderful things take place!  There is victory ahead!

I need not take the time to remind you of the fact that the kingdom of our Lord has already won many victories!  Jerusalem surrendered in A.D. 30 to the King of kings.  Next, Samaria fell by the Sword of the Spirit.  Antioch in Syria became the new headquarters of evangelism from which intrepid warriors went forth, first to capture Cyprus, next the whole of Asia Minor, and finally Europe with its leading cities!  Africa was invaded by a single Christian, and shortly the entire northern part of that continent was made captive to the will of Christ.  So mightily did the Word of God prevail that in A.D. 63, just thirty three years after the first gospel sermon was heard in Jerusalem, Paul could write to the Colossians to say that the gospel was proclaimed to every nation under heaven!  In spite of the many discouraging aspects of our twenty first century civilization, it is still thrilling and reassuring to note that the gospel still wins great victories!  Let the fearful, and the doubting Thomases of our day take a closer look at the history of Christianity, and never again say that the gospel is losing ground.  It would be hard to imagine what our time should be like, had not Christianity taken hold in the lives of men.  Had the church failed, we should have no civilization today.  Match this twenty first century with the first Christian century, if you want the surprise of your life!

The Christian warfare consists in winning the minds and the hearts of men.  To this end the church must accomplish two things: (1) preach the Word, (2) live the gospel!  In this way can the gospel be known and read of all men.

Peter Drucker is recognized by many as the foremost management consultant of the past half century.  He wrote over fifty books and was still teaching and lecturing a few years ago at age 95 before he died.  He asked managers of non-profit and for-profit organizations many questions but one of the most provocative questions was this:  “What do you care deeply about?”  He was asking managers what their passions were, what was really important to them.

Bob Buford wrote the book “Time Out” in which he talked about his “one thing.”  He was suggesting that of all the things that pass through our day, there will be one thing that is more important than anything else.  In your personal life, what is the “one thing” that is the most important, the thing about which everything else revolves.  Buford added that, for him, it is “to serve God in ways of God’s choosing.”

Think about these questions for yourself.  “What do you care deeply about?”  What is your “one thing” that is the center of what drives you each day?  Can you defend it as something important, of lasting importance, other-person centered?  Or is it centered on you and the items in life that bring only direct pleasure to you?
